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Policy 

1. To address the concern of personal injury and property damage caused by hoverboards, 

skateboards, skates and in-line skates hereinafter referred to as “vehicles”. 

A. It shall be prohibited to utilize these vehicles along any campus surface including 

sidewalks, walk ways, benches, handrails, stairs, curbs and similar areas. In 

addition, usage of these vehicles inside of buildings is prohibited. 

(1). Hoverboards are strictly banned from campus, including storage in any 

campus or campus owned building including residence halls. 

B. Violation of this policy by a guest of the college may result in a demand to the 

violator by campus security or an appropriate college official to leave the college 

area. 

C. Violation by an employee or student may result in disciplinary action.
